2. Secretary’s Report. The December’s and January’s secretary’s reports were both approved as written.
3. Treasurer report.  The comptroller’s report was presented.  

a. The Comptroller stated that the Department is below planned levels of fundraising, but that this has been offset by a $1,700 increase in life member reimbursements from ROA National and lower than expected newsletter costs (3 issues vs. 4 planned).
b. The annual “Buck-a-year” contributions are non-existent this year.
c. A fundraising night at the Metrodome in conjunction with the Air Force Sergeant Association was brought up as a possible opportunity to quickly raise money.
4. Department Fast Track.
a. The department is recruiting a new editor for the Fast Track.   1LT Jackie Osterhaus is considering the position and has proposed a solution that will be presented to the EXCOM this month.  

b. The position of department newsletter editor is/remains open.
5. Freedom Fund (MDAFF)
a. MDAFF will again support college ROTC cadets and/or faculty with tickets to the state convention.
b. MDAFF will again offer a $1500 scholarship for a junior officer to attend the National Convention in July 2006.  

i. CAPT Philipson, CW5 Hedblom and COL Ruvelson will review criteria for future scholarships.
6. Membership:  No report.

7. Legislative Affairs
a. Because of scheduling conflicts with the Minnesota Congressional Delegation, our annual Congressional Breakfast at ROA Mid-winter was cancelled.  However, fact sheets and briefing packets were delivered to each office’s Military Liaison. 
b. Col Chambers will be briefing the local Military Liaison representative’s at the 934th Airlift Wing hosted Congressional meeting on 16 March 2006.  She encouraged attendance of board members.
c. The position of Legislative Affairs Director is open for an interim volunteer.

8. Proposed Resolution:
