6. a)  Charities Review Council’s presentation during the June meeting was discussed.  Participation on the Council would allow the MDAFF to receive certification, online listing as well as listing in their newsletter.  The board recommended pursuing this effort.  If we can get the certification, then we should proceed.  If we will not get the certification, then we should not try to get it as we will be listed as not meeting all the criteria. b) Network for Good is an online resource for collecting donations by either credit card or check.  The website collects 3% from the donation for its services.  The board approved of the concept, and recommended getting all the legal details to see if this is a viable option.
c) The board approved of giving ROTC Merit awards again this year.  The ROTC Merit Awards will take place during the recognition night in November.
