Her military affairs director, J.D. Burton did attend on her
behalf. Representatives John Kline and Collin Peterson were able to
attend the breakfast and presented remarks relative to the future use of
Reserve forces. Staff members from the Washington offices of
Representatives Gutknecht and Kennedy, as well as Senator Coleman
also attended the breakfast. Of particular note is the fact that
Representative Peterson brought five of his staff members to our
presentation, indicative of his support for the ROA mission.

Representative Kline discussed the force mix, the extended activation
reservists, and the need to consider the increase in authorized active
component strength. Representative Peterson delivered extensive
commentary as to the need for the military to take better care of older
soldiers, with an emphasis on retirement and medical care benefits. The
representative from Senator Coleman’s office briefly talked about the
income differential between active and reserve component soldiers.
